Communication is accomplished via four channels: email, swimmer’s mail file, the website, and in emergencies – phone.  Email is the preferred method of communication.  If you wish to receive information via hard copy instead of email please notify us.  Swimmers will have a mail file at the pool for awards and other items not sent via email.  Swimmers or parents should check the mail file each workout.

Competition is available for athletes of all levels.  WST will attend meets throughout the season.  The meet schedule will be posted on the website, and within newsletters.  Swimmers are not encouraged to attend meets not listed on the meet schedule, unless pre-approved by a coach.  Meet entries are processed by each individual family unless communicated otherwise by the coaches.  There are two general methods to enter meets: traditional mailed entries and online meet entries via www.swimconnection.com.  Swimmers are encouraged to discuss their meet entries with their coach.
Team Wear: New swimmers will be provided with a swim cap and T-Shirt after registration, returning swimmers will be provided with a cap.  By a swimmer’s second swim meet, swimmers are expected to wear the team suit and swimmers wearing caps are required to wear the team cap.  Team gear and equipment can be purchased through our team dealer, NorCal Swim Shop (800-752-7946 & www.swimshop.com).  At least once annually, there will be an opportunity at the Swim Center to be fitted and purchase gear directly from NorCal Swim Shop at a reduced price.

Rules and Regulations governing Woodland Swim Team, a non-profit corporation, are in the by-laws.  Membership policies are set forth by the head coach and board of directors and can be found in the team manual.  These policies are subject to change by the membership through contact with the board and/or head coach.  All members of WST are expected to abide by the rules, regulations, and policies of the team.  USA-Swimming and Sierra Nevada Swimming (SNS) are our governing bodies.  Each swimmer must be registered in order to swim on WST.

Revenue to support WST is derived through registration fees, membership dues, hosted meet revenue, and fundraising (which includes our Swim-a-Thon and hosting the Rec. League snack bar).  The following Financial Obligation and Policies are for the period from September 1, 2009 – August 31, 2010.
Membership dues are due monthly, on the first day of the month, regardless of whether you receive an invoice or not.  Invoices will be emailed at the end of each month as a courtesy reminder.  A $10 late fee will be charged for payments received after the 10th of the month, for each month the payment is delinquent.  When an account is two months past due the swimmer will not be allowed to train or compete until the account is paid.  WST will assess a fee of $25 for NSF checks.  If the Membership Dues for September 1, 2009 – August 31, 2010 are paid in full by September 1, 2009, then a 5% discount will be deducted. 

If your child stops swimming either temporarily or permanently, the child’s coach or the Team Registrar must be contacted at least a week before the 1st of the month in which your child won’t be swimming.  A swimmer swimming at least three days during any month shall pay a full month’s dues.  Membership dues are prorated the first month for swimmers new to the WST.  For first-time WST swimmers, there is a FREE one week trial period with no obligation to join the Team.  Membership dues for families with more than two children will be reduced by 50% for the third (or more) swimmer.  The lowest monthly dues shall be reduced first.  In case of unusual circumstances (extended illness or injury) special arrangements can be made with the Head Coach.  If you are unsure of your financial obligations contact the Team Registrar.  All forms and fees must be received before swimmers will be allowed in the water.
Registration Fees:


Age-group swimmers registering Sept. 1, 2009 thru April 30, 2010 is $80 per season.


Age-group swimmers registering May 1, 2010 thru Aug. 31, 2010 is $55

Recruitment Incentive:  Anyone who recruits a new swimmer to WST will receive a reduction of training fees as follows:
1. When a new swimmer (non USA-S member) registers they must reference you on their registration form.
2. After the new swimmer has paid all fees for 3 months you will receive a fee credit equivalent to 1 month of the training fee of the new swimmer.  Recruitment from other USA-S or SNS clubs is not permitted and is not eligible for a fee waiver.  Recruitment from summer league teams is encouraged.
Fundraising is an integral part of the fee structure of the Woodland Swim Team.  The main fundraisers are the annual Swim-A-Thon, hosting USA swim meets and hosting the Rec. League snack bar.  For the Woodland Swim Team to remain successful, it is necessary for all families to participate in the fundraising activities.
